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CANTERBURY SHAKER VILLAGE was founded by the followers of Mother
Ann Lee in 1792. During its 200-year history, over 2,000 Shakers called this place home.

At its height in the 1850s, 300 people lived, worked, and worshiped among more than 100

buildings laid out in a practical, functional grid.

Today the Village is an internationally known historic site. Designated as a National Historic
Landmark for its architectural significance, it is one of the oldest, most representative,

and best preserved of all the Shaker villages. It includes 26 original Shaker buildings, four
reconstructed Shaker buildings, a collection of more than 100,000 artifacts, and 694 acres
of forests, fields, gardens, nature trails, and mill ponds.

The last Canterbury Shaker passed away three decades ago, but the desire to understand
the sect’s creativity, spirituality, and enterprise has only grown, bringing visitors from all

over the world to the Village the Shakers left in trust for all.

For more than 200 years, Canterbury Shaker Village has stood on a
crested ridge line in New Hampshire. As stewards, we believe it has

AN INFLUENTIAL HISTORY

When the Village was founded in 1792, George Washington was President, and most
Americans still lived a subsistence agrarian lifestyle. The Canterbury Shakers faced the
challenges of 19th-century life by creating a self-sufficient community. They lived, worked, and
worshiped in structures they built; used furniture, tools, and cabinetry they crafted; nourished
the community using pioneering agricultural practices; and created a complex mill pond
system to power their industries.

They embraced the values of gender and racial equity, pacifism, simplicity, innovation,
resourcefulness, and enterprise. Ralph Waldo Emerson, Nathaniel Hawthorne, and other
prominent Americans visited the Canterbury Shakers to learn from them.

With equal contributions by men and women, their enterprising culture took many forms:
they created some of the earliest mass-produced pharmaceutical products, secured patents
for inventions, embraced the latest technology, and created an aesthetic that continues to
influence artists and manufacturers today.

Seeing the light through the faces of the faithful

The Canterbury Shakers continue to teach and mentor. Their stories reveal distinctive values — values that prompt us to
consider our own place in the world.

VISIONARY LEADER: SCHOLAR, BEEKEEPER, DENTIST, AND PRINTER

Elder Henry Clay Blinn (1824-1905), the son of a wealthy merchant ship captain, came to live with the
Canterbury Shakers at age 14, following his father’s death. Among other skills, he learned to operate a press
and helped make Canterbury a printing center. He became a leader in the Village's religious life and as a
chronicler of its history. As an Elder, finding that hungry neighbors were pilfering vegetables from the Village's
gardens, Henry asked that more be planted. “After all,” he said, “crows and thieves have to eat too.”

CREATIVE AND PRACTICAL INVENTOR: ESSAYIST AND
MAPLE SYRUP “TAPPER”

At 10, Nicholas Briggs (1841-1937) came with his mother and siblings to live with the Canterbury Shakers. Later
he sold products and managed the accounts for the Village's broom and medicinal herb businesses. In 1876, he
introduced the patented Shaker Washing Machine at the nation’s Centennial Exhibition in Philadelphia. In 1920,
the Granite Monthly published “Forty Years a Shaker,” his account of his life with the Shakers.

A SHAKER SISTER: EQUITY EXEMPLIFIED

A sincere belief in universal human dignity permitted neither racial nor ethnic discrimination among the Shakers.
At age 16, Sister Edith Green (1879-1951) joined the Shaker community as its only Black member. She made

Shaker knit sweaters, hat brushes, and crocheted goods and sold them on sales trips to resort hotels in the White

Mountains and in Maine. Sister Edith also worked in the Creamery, making cheese from milk purchased from a
local farmer. She served as the community’s Sunday School teacher, answering questions about the Bible with a
gentle and patient spirit.

THE LAST CANTERBURY ELDRESS: FINDING AND SPREADING JOY

At a time when child welfare and foster systems were lacking, the Shakers filled this role. Orphaned at eight, Eldress
Bertha Lindsay (1897-1990) was brought to Canterbury. “It was apple-blossom time, and we marched down through
the orchards,” she recalled. “That was the first impression | got: the beauty of this place and the love | felt from the
sisters. The experience of being a Shaker is a wonderful sense of having everything to make life joyous.”

“I want people to know we did have fun and plenty of it she said. “Anyone anywhere can live a Shaker life. It is very
simple. Meet everyone in a brotherly spirit with a lot of love.”

CANTERBURY’S LAST FOSTER CHILD: A YOUNG LIFE, SAVED

Alberta MacMiillan Kirkpatrick (1918-2016) was the last child raised by the Shakers. She came to the Village at
11, following her mother’s death. Sister Marguerite Frost (1892-1971) welcomed her with a hug — the first she
had received since her mother died. “Birdie,” as she became known, moved away when she was 18 and raised
a family. She stayed connected to the Village and visited often. At her request, she was buried next to Sister

Marguerite in the Canterbury Shaker Cemetery. She said, “Whatever goodness there is in my character came from

living with the Canterbury sisters.”

The question occurs to many who enter the Village.

Walking among the buildings, preserved as the Shakers left them, the question

presses closer with each new discovery ...

As a Shaker in the 1800s, you would have been set apart by your uncommon beliefs.
Radical beliefs like ... Gender and Racial Equity. Pacifism. Simplicity. Sustainability.
Celibacy. Adoptive families. Innovation. Enterprise. Community bonds. Belief in hard

work as the path to spiritual growth.

Standing amid structures and artifacts that express these beliefs, you realize
that many of the values that set the Shakers apart are the very things that, today,

make us Americans.

You find yourself wondering: might a touch more Shaker influence make your own

future better? Or our society better?

As you leave the Village, these questions linger. At peace, you ponder ... and soon

arrive at a new realization: no, most could not have lived as a Shaker, but everyone

can learn something from them.

That's when you realize this visit has changed you. In the space of a few hours, you

have immersed yourself in a different world.

Looked deeply into another life and imagined yourself within it.

And are the richer for it.

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A MAGICAL AMERICAN PLACE
OUR VILLAGE’S INDISPENSABLE ROLE

Canterbury Shaker Village is one of only a few places where people can experience

the Shakers’ lives, work, art, and architecture through 200 years of American history.

Experiencing layers of time in subtle ways, visitors feel as if they are walking through
buildings the Shakers left only yesterday. The original blue paint still enlivens parts
of the 1792 Meeting House. The 1793 Dwelling House contains 56 rooms of
magnificent built-ins, peg rail, and furnishings. A rare Revere bell still peals out on
special occasions. Everywhere, sights draw the visitor to an earlier age: the Ministry
privy ... a 1920s telephone ... the extraordinary intact laundry building ... the
infirmary equipped with dentist chair and instruments ... 100-year-old instructions
written in cursive on walls. At every turn there is a new discovery from a different

era in our American history.

Inventive and enterprising, the Canterbury Shakers worked to serve God and their
fellow man. Today, as stewards of their legacy, we also exist for service — service
to the memory of these remarkable people, service to the preservation of their
craftsmanship, and service to the people who come here to learn, to reflect, and to

renew the human spirit.

At Canterbury Shaker Village, we celebrate and keep alive the enduring stories that
define what it means to live a peaceful, creative, and productive life. But stories fade
when people stop telling them. Without dedicated and thoughtful preservation, this
magical place and two centuries of American and Shaker history could quickly and

irrevocably disappear.

We must protect and maintain our most treasured assets: the
26 original buildings entrusted to us and the 694 acres on which
they stand. Throughout seven generations of American history,
Shakers lived, worked, and learned in these historic structures.
It is our responsibility to ensure that all visitors have access to
the authentic Shaker legacy, as they planned and built it, and to

protect the irreplaceable collections.

PRESERVING AND DIGITIZING COLLECTIONS

We are the stewards of one of the world’s largest single repositories

of Shaker materials. Preserving these documents and artifacts for
future generations and making them accessible to the widest range

of audiences are a priority. With over 100,000 artifacts spanning 200
years — photographs, correspondence, maps, and recorded interviews
as well as all the furniture, tools, textiles, and clothing — there is infinite

potential to share these works and stories on site and online.

EXPANDING EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMING
Educational outreach keeps the stories of the Canterbury Shakers

alive and brings them to new audiences. We will endow a named

Director of Education. We will develop more programs and content
and make the Village more widely available to students and others —
of all ages and abilities. We will communicate compelling Shaker
stories beyond the fields of Canterbury. We will showcase the
innovative and enterprising nature of the Shakers’ work and their “early

adopter” embrace of technology.

INVESTING IN PEOPLE
